Membership Agreement

Membership:
Open to those who have obtained their koto qualifications and paid their annual fees to the Sawai International Koto School. 

Membership Fees:
$50 per annum payable by 28th of February each year.  Fees that have already been paid to the School will be non-refundable.  New members joining the School are required to pay prorated fees to the end of February in the first year.  

Membership Privileges:
Members will receive a special rate on lessons, workshops, seminars, concerts, music books, koto equipment organised by the School.  

Members can register for koto certificates on successful completion of their examinations.  Those who have reached Sawai Koto-teaching licence Certificate will be able to conduct their own lessons under the name of the Sawai International Koto School, Australia.  

Koto Certificates:
All koto students of the Sawai International Koto School can audition in Tokyo for koto certificates from the Sawai Sookyoku-in (Sawai Koto School in Tokyo).  To obtain certificates, a student should submit cassette tape(s) of their performance of appropriate piece(s).  The student should pay for the registration fee(s) of the certificate(s) on successful completion of examination(s).  The student also must be a current member of Sawai International Koto School for the certificate registration.  Tapes are accepted in early May and November every year.  From the year of 2001, there are now eight levels for certificates.  A student may audition for more than two levels at a time.  The registration fees are as follows;

Pre-beginner (Jun-shokyuu):

$100

Beginner (Shokyuu):

$150

Pre-intermediate (Jun-chuukyuu):
$200

Intermediate (Chuukyuu):

$250

Pre-advanced (Jun-Jookyuu):

$300

Advanced (Jookyuu):

$350

Teaching licence (Jun-kooshi):
$1,500

Teaching licence (Kooshi):

$2,000

Loss of Membership:
If a member withdraws from the School on his or her own accord or is expelled, he or she will automatically lose their membership.  

When a teacher loses his or her membership his or her students will come under the guidance and supervision of the principal of the School.  

Withdrawal: A member withdrawing from the School has to submit in writing his or her intention to leave to the School.  

Expulsion and Loss of Licence: A member who does not pay fees for a period of two years will be expelled from the School and will not be permitted to practise as a licensed teacher of the Sawai International Koto School.  

Others:
If a member does not pay membership fees for more than one year, in the following year, the previous year’s fees must be paid to maintain affiliation with the Sawai International Koto School

If an individual rejoins the School at a later stage once, they will have to re-apply for certification and start from the pre-beginner level.
